Dear Professor DuBois, 

 

Thank you for your application for ASBMB program accreditation. We are pleased to inform you that 

the ASBMB has accredited your program for the FULL seven-year term, through December 31, 

2029. Your renewal application will be due in October of 2029. 

  

Aspects of your application that were considered particularly noteworthy included:  

- Strength of the overall biochemistry and molecular biology program of study along with 

excellent facilities for student training. 

- Strength of the faculty, including a high level of sustained scholarship. 

- Participation by all students in primary research as part of their training program. 

 

Despite the overall strength of your application, some areas of relative weakness, ambiguity or concern 

were identified: 

- Lack of detail addressing biochemistry and molecular biology activities by the core biochemistry 

and molecular biology faculty.  For example, key information requested in the guidelines was not 

provided to BMB activities/teaching/mentoring. Examples should include teaching awards, talks, 

membership in professional organizations and committees and placement of advisees in 

graduate/professional schools. 

 

Looking ahead to your renewal application in 2029, please note that weaknesses were identified in your 

program in items considered "Critical" (see rubric), specifically, key information requested in the 

guidelines related to BMB activities/teaching/mentoring. These must be remedied, or partial progress 

toward or lack of remediation must be explained, before a new approval will be granted.  It makes sense 

to address these deficiencies in the near term, rather than waiting until you are preparing your new 

application.  

 

We continue to identify ways in which the review process can be improved in both substance and 

execution. In particular, we would appreciate receiving more information on the following topics as part 

of your next renewal application: 

- Placement of students in professional and advanced programs of study. 

 

Additionally, please note that sections of the application may be modified slightly each year by the 

accreditation sub-committee. When it is time to apply for renewal, please be sure to use the latest 

version of the application to ensure all components are adequately addressed.
