To qualify for the first level at
a maximum grant amount of $1,000 you must meet the following grant requirements.

3) The proposed project must exemplify student voice
2) The proposed project must involve at least one community partner
5) The proposed project must secure at least 50% matching funds (in-kind acceptable)

PLT GreenWorks! grant funding is also available to those schools registered on the PLT
GreenSchools! website, www.greenschools.org. Grants awarded at this level are for a
maximum of $3,000. In addition to the above grant requirements, applicants must also
meet the following criteria to be eligible for grants up to $3,000.

2) Applicants must be registered on the PLT GreenSchools! website (It’s free!)
3) Applicants must have established a Green Team
4) Applicants must have completed one of more of the PLT GreenSchools! Investigations
5) The proposed project must be based on the findings of one or more of the PLT

The proposal deadline is September 30™.
