Completion of the Naloxone Master Trainer pro-

gram authorizes individuals to conduct Naloxone 

Training for those eligible for liability protections 

when administering Naloxone to a suspected opi-

ate overdose in Montana under the 2017 Help 

Save Lives from Overdose Act (HB333).  A 90-

minute skills training session is required once the 

online training is completed.  After registration of a 

Hands-on Skills Session you will be emailed a link to 

the 90 minute online training course module. You
