1. Brainstorm what results you would like to add to your poster


In this space, list the results that you have or are expecting. Then, describe the form of those data. Picture? List of numbers? Graph from an instrument?  Note: the Results section is challenging because you will have changes until the last minute. At some point you need to just determine that what you have is what you’ll use. 
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2. Plan how to display data

How can you describe your results so visitors to your poster can understand your data?

Will you use pictures? If so, can you get them in digital form? If you have lots of numerical data, can you make a table, or maybe a graph, like a pie chart? Jot some ideas here and talk to your mentor and lab personnel about the best way to present your data.      
3. Draft figure legends
Once you have figures, you’ll need descriptions to go with them. Each caption (called a figure legend) consists of a Title (often in bold), and text that gives more information about the figure. The text describes what to look for in the figure, so your poster visitor can understand your data. 
4. Images and Tables

Gather images, make tables, etc. and add them to your poster, along with the figure legends and other captions. 
5. Check table and figure numbers
Figures and tables are numbered separately and are listed in the order they appear as one reads the poster.
